
BEGINNERS CONVERSATIONAL SPANISH LEVEL III (192)

In this Level III course, we will focus on becoming accustomed to the sound of the Spanish 
language by listening to native speakers through recordings of cuentos (short stories) in 
Spanish and through video presentations. Exercises in class will include not only listening but 
also speaking, reading, and writing. Verbs and vocabulary frequently used in conversation will 
be emphasized as will correct pronunciation of the Spanish language. Verbs in the imperative, 
past, and future tenses will be introduced especially how they relate to day-to-day 
conversations. Assignments will be given to encourage use of the language in real life 
encounters with Spanish speakers in our community. Course will use workbook: Carson 
Dellosa Skills for Success, Spanish Workbook for Middle School and High School Students. 
The workbook is $11.00, payable to Center 4Life Learning on January 30th. The workbook can 
also be purchased in advance at the Center 4Life Learning office.
